Day 3 (Tue)  Kanha National Park
Morning, walk to the nearby village. Be a guest in a tribal home; see cow dung patty cakes being made for fuel wood; observe the neatness and beauty of the kitchen gardens and home- grown produce being dried in the sun; watch the women work in the fields; paint intricate designs on their walls and floors; visit the temple and understand the harmony of their lives with nature.
After a leisurely lunch break, the afternoon jeep safari at Kanha National Park unfolds with a transformative shift in the landscape. In the cooler temperatures, wildlife activity peaks as the jeep navigates through diverse ecosystems. Witness a myriad of wildlife, including various deer, monkeys, and colorful birds, while the naturalist shares anecdotes about the park’s history and the importance of conservation. The highlight may include encounters with large herbivores like the Indian gaur and the barasingha. Kanha’s diverse topography ensures a captivating journey, revealing new aspects of its rich biodiversity at every turn.
