Friday, November 14, 2025	Train Madrid to Barcelona at 9:27
At 8:15 AM, transfer to Atocha Station and board the high-speed AVE train in 1st class for a three-hour journey to Barcelona, Spain’s major industrial and commercial hub on the Mediterranean.
